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Redesigning WASC

The Institutional Review Process

Impact of the Redesign on Scheduled Proposals and Visits
The Commission is planning to redesign the three-stage institutional review process to implement multiple initiatives, such those recommended by the Task Forces on Graduation and Retention and Degree Qualification Profile/Levels of Learning, and to address concerns about time, cost and work load of the current process.  Towards that end, the following actions have been taken or are planned:

· The projected adoption date for a new Handbook of Accreditation will be no later than November 2013.

· All accredited and candidate institutions with completed Proposals and CPR visits undertaken or scheduled between now and 2012 will continue to use the 2011 Handbook as the basis for reviews.  Institutions may be invited to incorporate on a voluntary basis portions of these initiatives after consultation with WASC staff. 

· Institutions with Proposals scheduled from fall 2010 through spring 2012 have been notified that the due date of their Proposals has been suspended. A new framework for institutions with visits in 2012-14 will be circulated to the region for comment during summer 2011   and will be considered for adoption at the November 2011 Commission meeting, following a day of public hearings.
· Institutions currently in eligibility or candidacy will continue with their scheduled timeline and review process.
