IMPACT OF BUDGET CUTS TO PUBLIC HIGHER EDUCATION

• Access – Qualified students denied admission, inconsistent with the state’s long-term commitment to access for all qualified students. 

• Affordability – Increase in tuition, and increased debt for students. 

• Quality – Decline in instructional quality and support services, diminishing students’ learning experience. 

IMPACT TO THE STATE OF BUDGET CUTS TO PUBLIC HIGHER EDUCATION 
• Graduation Rates – Impede progress toward degree for enrolled students. 

• Workforce – Reduction of an educated and skilled workforce in high-demand industries. 

• State Economy – Reduced economic development and state revenues. 

• Competitiveness – Reduced ability to compete in state, national and global economies.
I wonder if we need some facts from our Governmental Relations people, such as number of students turned away, number of students now needing financial aid, loss of FT faculty positions due to retirements and those that have gone unfilled due to hiring freezes (maybe number of university professors that have left California), etc.

We should probably also have some positive facts too – maybe just use our newly approved one-page documents on transfer and other topics that highlight the work of ICAS.
Why don't you let us pull together UC info on budget cuts?  This has been documented in reports from the Senate's University Committee on Planning and Budget, as well as presentations to the Regents.  We should be able to establish a template, and then hopefully CSU and the CCCs can get the corresponding data for their segments.  I fell pretty confident the pattern will look similar for all three segments, in particular the years when large cuts occurred should pretty much match up.

Michael, can you pull together data on UC state funding and tuition year by year, adjusted for inflation, along with the number of students enrolled?  Most likely one would go from 2007-08 to 2011-12, assuming 2007-08 was the recent peak.  But it might also be useful to go back to 1989 or 1999, to show that we get badly hit during recessions, that we used to catch up in the subsequent expansion, but we never caught up with the loss in the recession of 2000 before getting whacked again recently.
