Prior to serving in the assembly, Rendon was an educator, non-profit executive director, and environmental activist.  He earned his B.A and M.A. from California State University, Fullerton. 	VIII. Elle Hoxworth, Senior Legislative Assistant for Assemblymember Chris Holden (D-Pasadena)
Biography: Assemblymember Chris Holden brings to the legislature a lifetime of experience in public service and business garnered during his many years on the Pasadena City Council and the Burbank-Glendale-Pasadena Airport Authority.  In 2015, 11 of Holden’s proposed measures were signed into law.  On education, he passed a bill to remove limits on concurrent enrollment to increase access to higher education to high school students.  Prior to his election to the Assembly, Holden served 24 years as a Pasadena City Councilmember and Mayor.  He was the youngest City Councilmember at age 28 and only the second African American to serve as Mayor.  He is a lifelong resident of the district
